DIRECTIONS: GMHT Hunt Club is located approximately 70 miles east of Tampa and 8 miles east of

Lake Wales off of SR-60. It is approximately 38 miles west of the SR-60 exit (Yeehaw
Junction) on the Florida Turnpike. From the intersection of SR-60 and Boy Scout Camp
Road go north for 2 miles. You will pass the Flaming Arrow Boy Scout Camp entrance on
your left.
